M. Stultz, the director, entertasined at a luncheon the exzscu-
tive boairds of the four local organizations which are branches of or affiliated with
the National Audubon Society,- the California, Los Angeles, Fasadens and Whittisr

At a mid-morning round table there was a general discussion of the Audubon pro-
gram in this vicinity, of hopes for its expansion, and *he part the sernctuary mey take
in that expansion. The early history of the canctuary novement hers, the dedication
in November, 1939, of this wooded ares along the banks of the San Gabriel River, the
National Audubon Society's eventual connection with it and the dsvelomment %o its pres-
ent status,- all were relatod, while his. Stuitz exgressed her sarmest desire for the
cooperation of the local or;;amzablona in creating here an educational center of the
highest practical value., All asveed that a great nsed here it more active particira-
tion of the schools, particularly the elementary grades, in nature study. Poseible
ways of bringing thls about were sugrested.

Luncheon was served at beautifwlly decoroted tables in the picnic zrea. Thers
followed a fine report by Mr. Floyd Brown of the annual mesting of the Kationsl Auvdu-
bon Soclety, in New York, from which he had just returned. OF special interest was
his ammouncement that next summer will see another session of the Audubon Hature Semp
at Norden. Again there will be five two-week sessions, Those who hed ths privilege
of attending the 1948 camp will be happy to lesrn that Mr, Brown will agalin bs in
charge as director.
