HUNTING AND WILDLIFE

The rapld increase in hunting slnce the
war ig posing a serious problem to those
who etill hops to preserve our wildlife
from extinotion, The present season finds
gome 12,000,000 licensed hunters in the
United States, spending an estimated
$2,000,000,000 in en attack on the unarmed
and mostly harmless inhabitants of our
forests and marghes. In Colorado 1t was
estimated by officials that there were
more men on the firing line the day the
hunting season opened than there were on
the U,S, front in Korea, In galifornia
gome 315,000 hunters broke the all-time
record by shooting some 64,000 bucks, not
to mention an assortment of cowsg and other
livestock, Arizona is plagued by a killer
who goes through the forest shooting every
living thing in sight and leaving the bod-

One of our members, Mrs, Beatrice Hiel-
son, who now lives in Red Bluff,in the
northern pert of the state, has sent us 2
letter received from an old friend of hers,
Mrs, Mary Beam, She says that Mrs, Beam
ves & naturalist of no mean ability in
Ohto, After teaching for many years she
retired about seven years ago, planning
to tour parts of the country and see new
birds and plants, But she lost her sight,
and has had to remnin at home, Past 68,
gshe learned to read Breille snd now finds
enjoyment in reading, but especially in
listening to birds.

come every day and has sung morse than
usual cloge to the house., Now he is
chattering to hig youngsters., Hs is so
sclicitous, TIn two wind storms the wren
house came to grief, First it blew down
arnd T had it get back, then the roof blew
off, Yesterdasy & emall nephew spent two
hcurs or so in repeiring it. Today the
vren was singing in the garden for the
first time in several weeks,'

"The Red-eye sang more than the Warb-
ling Vireo this season, Killdeers come
occasionally, but only on & guiet Sunday
morning can I hear the meadowlarks ecross
the fields, They and the Bob Whites ussed
to be close all summer. Then the sgquare
across from us was an old apple orchard
with high grass and bushes.
