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CONSERVATION NOTES
- Robert Blackstone

Our national wildlife refuges, 1n com-
mon with other reserved areas, are con-
gtantly being threastened by one group or
another wighing to teke over or use them
in furtherance of some speclal interest.
There nas never, however, been anything
to equal the onslaught currently being
waged by the the Military against the re-~
fuges, The Armed Services already con-
trol many hundreds of thousands of acres
of land in the U.S. and Territories for
vayrious purposes, but they want still
more, The Army recently induced Congress
to authorize a military appropriations
b11l ineluding transfer of 10,700 acres
o the Wichitse Mountains Wildlife Refuge
in Oklahoma to enlarge the Fort Sill er«
t1llery range, Secretary of the Interior,
McEaey, has stated that he has no inten~
tion of reducing any of the national
wildlife refuges; let us hope he can hold
his own in this controversy.

The Alr Force, which has for some time
been ueing pert of the Desert (Game Refuge

in Nevada for bombing practice, has asked
for 100,000 acres more of the same refuge,
and the Army, again, has asked for about
three quarters of the Xofa N, W. R, in
Arizons for practice in the use of poison
gas! Granted, the needs of nationel de-
fense must be met, but, to this taxpayer
at least, the demands of the Military are
gulte out of reason, "Why do they pick
on the wildlife areas?" Quoting from the
Natlonal Wildlife Federation's Conserva~
tion News, "Well, the land looks cheap
and easy to get; it 1s already owned by

.Uncle Sam, Many of the top Officers also

; 4 hunters, It is well known
tha - of the top "brass" have regard-
6d militery reservations as their person-
al hunting preserves,"

These Military plans for land acquisi-
tion are usually made in secret, and the
public doesn't learn of them in time to
organlze effective protest. This 15 ex~
actly what happened in the cese of the
Wichita Mounteins N, W. R, To guard a-
galnst this.sort of thing H, R. 5306
has been Introduced by Congressmen
Lee Metcalf (Montana); H. R, 6723 vy
Congreseman. Henry S. Reuse (Wisconsin);
and 8, 210L by Senator Hubert S, Humphrey
(Minnesota), These three bills forbid

the Secretary of the Interior to dispose
of any part of a national Wildlife refuge
without the prior approval of Congress,
They have been referred to the House Cop-
mittee on Merchant Marine and Fisheries,
and to the Senate Committee on Inter-
State and Foreign Commerce respectively,.
Letters expressing your views ahould be ..
gent to these Committees,

The National Wildlife Federation re-
cently quoted figures showing that pub-
lic use of national wildllfe refuges
reached an all time high during 1953,
when 4,686,909 people visited the 272
areas administered by the U. S. Flsh and
wildlife Service. Of these, over one-
third, or 1,433,445 were fishermen, 347,
988 were hunters, but the remainder, an .
overwhelming majority of 2,905,476 people,
ligted as thelr obJectives principally:
pienicing, swimming and nature study op-
portunities, Elsewhere, the N.W.F., sayg,
"It appears that the Fish and Wildlife
Service hag moral as well as legal obli-
gations to two groups of conservationlsts:
(1) Those who are primarily interested in
complete protectlon of all forms of wild-
life and (2) those who, through the pur-
chase of duck stamps, contribute funds for
the perpetuation of the resource to pro-~
vice reagonable opportunities for hunting.
In attempting to meet these Jolnt respon-
sibilities, a considerable acreage of na-
tlonal willdlife refuge land ls, and always:
should be, closed to the hunting of water-
fowl.," Your conservation chairmen has
long felt that the rights of the former
group, to which, I imagine, a majority of
Audubon members belong, have not been as
well recognized as thsey should be, due to
the greater zeal of gportemen's groups in
demanding whaet they consider to be thelr
rights. So, perhaps 1t behooves us to be
more zealous in sesking recognition of our
rights, The flgures quoted above indlcate
that a far greater number of non-sportsmen
have a stake in these refuges than sports-
men, whereas the popular impression sesns
to be that they are maintained exclusively
for the sporting fraternity.
