"no other, island have I seen ao many of the l i t t l e white tern or love bird and'of the
red-tailed tropic bird. An estimate came to tene of thousands of each of these'birds
on the,two islands,- There are 8 or 9 colonies of sooty terns on the two islands,,and' „
an estimate of their numbers runs into hundreds of thousands.

.I was delighted to see how the birds have become accustomed to the activities of
man." .In .the, village the, Lysan albatrosses after visi t ing their young scattered
around,-the buildings, walk out'on the paved road, having learned that there they have
'a clear space for their run to take off in f l ight .

• Everything on the island is s t r i c t ly regulated. Wo cats are. allowed. Any.dog
caught molesting birds i s condemned. Drivers pf jeeps and trucks must avoid running
down birds that stray into the roadway.' The two alluring red t a i l feathers of the
tropic birds must not be plucked. On this island the birds are encouraged in every

v a y . . _ ' . ' •
•', ,.'•'There is a guiding hand behind all this which is fortunate. Even though i f Is a
federal bird sanctuary, if the large bodies of men stationed there were not under •
strict regulations i t might be disastrous to the birds. As i t is , a friendly inter-
est has sprurig up in them and 'there have been preserved many beautiful bird sight's '̂.
the'Bonin Island petrel coming Xa. .the middle of August, filling the air with the'ir1

numbers and voices; the.tens, of thousands of albatrosses coming in near the end of' ;
October'.and their wonderful dances;_ iiixe successive^ Immense flocks of sooty terns '
star'ting their colonies throughout the. season; too" white tern flying so 'gracefully
among the trees d.r-Joining the red-tailed tropic bird on its sunny day flights; the
exercising.of the young albatrosses' wings in late June or July. '

'The l i t t l e white tern, love bird or fairy tern of universal appeal 'has the warm-
est place of any bird in my affection. The plumage is almost pure white, only the
midrib of the quill feathers is light brown; it" has large black eyes; b i l l blue and;,;
black, legs and toes,light blue, webs white. All I ts colors' are dainty; in fact
everything about 'the bird Is dainty, even to the fish which'it carries crosswise in
its bi l l to feed the young. I t can pack nine or ten l i t t l e fish across 'Its bi l l from
tip to base. . . . , .

On no island have I seen i t In such numbers as:on Sand Island of the Midway
Islands. A recent estimate of the .number there is 20,000.' f | i t thrives in human en-
vironment and loves trees., Sand island has been settled 'since IJOt.
Trees have been planted, birds enq'puraged and protected from preda-
cious animals. Man in large numbers have. Inhabifed the island for-
six years. During this time the'white tern have increased pro-'
digiously.

To see this dainty bird flying around among the trees and
shrubbery is an inspiring sight. In repose and on i ts egg i t is

Seas, and on Niihau of the Hawaiian group.
I t is almost sacred on Midway, as everyone
loves i t . The purity of its'- plumage,
beauty of f l i gh t , gentleness of i t s voice
and friendliness to man certainly earns
reverence for i t . • .__„___

on Goony Birds and Airplanes taken from
The Elepaio. The present a r t i c l e i s from
a series being published in The Elepaio,
but f i r s t published in the Honolulu Star-
Bulletin in 19^5• A l e t t e r from Mr.s.
p r l sc i l l a Harpham, Editor of the Elepaio,
•says the birds are s t i l l protected and
abundant1 on Midway. The author of the ar -
t i c le Is Dr. George Munro, a New Zealander
who f i r s t came to the Hawaiian Islands in
the l890s with a bird expedition and has
remained there. He has done notable work

-In conservation and ornithology in the
islands. Now well up in the n ine t i es , he
Is s t i l l a l e r t and act ive . About f ive
years ago he star ted a native Hawaiian ar-
boretum on the slopes of Diamond Head to
preserve plantB in danger of extinction.
He v i s i t s the arboretum regularly, sca t te r -
ing' seed and caring for the plants already
established, climbing up and down the

.slopes.

I t should be of in te res t to us tha t the
President of the Hawaii Audubon Society i s
Robert Pyle, who s t i l l keeps his membership'
in our society, Bob returned jus t before
Christmas from-a metereblogical survey t r i p
in the Central Pacif ic . We can be sure he

There
were few shore birds, only a few Black-
be l l ied Plovers and Willets . A few Cor-
morants and Pelicans.were also there,

STUDY-CLASS OF.JANUARY 5 .
Dr. Gibson Reaves,, Assistant Professor

of Astronomy a t the University of Southern
California, gave a ta lk on "Star Watching1;,
and showed moving pictures of. storms on
the sun. He told us tha t some people
think astronomers study things tha t do
not move. But there i s much motion to be
seen on the heavenly bodies, such as the
storms as typical as our own that ticcur .
on the sun in the sun spots, not. easily
seen through the b r i l l i a n t ' r a y s of the.
sun, but which can be studied during an
eclipse of t h i s body. Cont rary to general
bel ief , the spots on the sun do.not in any
way affect the earth. . .'.

In order to comprehend the re la t ive
sizes of the sun and earth, imagine the
earth as a pea placed a t one goal post of
a football f i e ld , and the.sun a ba l l a
foot in diameter a t the other end of the
f ie ld . The distanee between these.repre-
sents 92 million miles, which is the d is -
tance between us and our sun.

The center of the sun is sol id and much
hotter than i t s glowing, gaseous surface.
And i t has been throwing off these gases
for four b i l l ion years and there are s t i l l
enough of these to laa t at l eas t a hundred
bi l l ion years. ' , • .

In spite of a l l that has been learned
of the mysteries of the heavens, there
are yet many questions to be solved. The
ancients did not know where rain came from.
To UB the answer to that is simple. In
time to come the answer to these other
questions wi l l probably seem as simple.

GEESE AND TEE FARMER'S WHEAT ' '. .'
The AUDUBON WARBLER- p u b l i c a t i o n of the

Oregon Audubon Soc i e ty for November tells
of an experiment p rov ing t h a t grazing
wild geese b e n e f i t a wheat c r o p . , Three
f i e ld s of winter wheat were, p lanted on,:

the Hog I s l and Waterfowl Refuge in Vir-
g in ia . , Each f i e l d was of. about 20 acres
and were much the same i n every .way. and
in their treatment. .-. ., • ••

A flock of 2,000 geese fed on one
field, a few hundred on the second, none
on the third. In early spring the most
heajrily grazed f ield showed the best
s tar t . When the crops were harvested,,
the f i r s t yielded 33 bushels to the acre,
the.-second 25 and the third only'lS,'
. Geese graze on the blades of wheat,

with the root stocks l i t t l e affected.
The droppings of thousands of geese, dally
added to the. f e r t i l i t y of the soi l .
Since'this'benefit from grazing geese TOB
reported by the Virginia Commission of
Fish and Game, both the Oregon Game Com-
mission and the Washington Department of
Game have made similar findings. -.

The count, which i s part of tha t made annually in a l l par ts of the na t ion by the
National Audubon Society during Christmas week, vas made on Monday/ December 26. Thg

weather vas cloudy with a few showers and v i s i b i l i t y was poor. 66 people in 33 par.
t i e s took par t and counted 35,898 *irda of g o species, Three-seventh? of the birds
seen were shore and water b i rds , including 863 loons ^ g r e b e s , 3735 ducks, 2116
coota 3809 birds of the plover and sandpiper groups, and 4764 g u l l s . I t was an un-
usually good year for robins with" 3581 'being counted from i l l p a r t s of our area. Tlw
most abundant specief wag the house finch of 'which 395p were seen. Others thatv*w»
ajmnamt were Brewer blackbirds, English sparrows, Audubon warblers ; cedar waxwlags
